Purpose:

Why Issue Selected:
Nonsteroidal anti-inflammatory drugs (NSAIDs) are commonly used to treat rheumatoid arthritis (RA), osteoarthritis (OA), and pain from various etiologies. NSAIDs are the most widely used drugs in the United States, with approximately 80 million prescriptions being filled yearly. These drugs, however, are associated with adverse events including gastrointestinal bleeding, peptic ulcer disease, hypertension, edema, renal disease, and increased risk of myocardial infarction. 

Total program savings for the PDL classes will be regularly reviewed.

· Failure to achieve desired therapeutic outcomes with a trial on 4 or more preferred agents; 
· Documented trial period for preferred agents; OR
· Documented ADE/ADR to preferred agents.
· Additional approval criteria for diclofenac epolamine 1.3% patch:
· Failure to achieve desired therapeutic outcomes with a trial on 2 or more preferred oral agents; 
· Documented trial period for preferred agents; OR
· Documented ADE/ADR to preferred agents (gastrointestinal effects, high risk for congestive heart failure, renal failure, concomitant use of lithium).
· Additional approval criteria for diclofenac sodium solution: 
· Documented diagnosis of osteoarthritis of knee.
· Additional approval criteria for Elyxyb: 
· Clinical Consultant Review for medical necessity.
· Additional approval criteria for Vimovo: 
· Documented compliance on naproxen and omeprazole single agents (30/180 days).
· Additional approval criteria for diclofenac potassium capsule (generic Zipsor):
· Clinical Consultant Review for reason why diclofenac sodium cannot be utilized.
· Additional approval criteria for Dolobid 250 and 375 mg tablets:
· Clinical Consultant Review for reason why diflunisal 500 mg tablets cannot be utilized.

Denial Criteria
Therapy will deny with presence of one of the following:
· Any approval criteria are not met; OR
· Claim exceeds maximum dosing limitations:
